Identification Cards

Summary

All full-time and part-time emplyees are eligible to receiam identification (ID) card.
Employees may obtain a college ¢Brd in the Dining Services IDffice, located on the upper
level of the Holland Union Building in the easdrridor. The photo ID will ensure you have
access to the library, cultural and sporting ¢éveliline Center, and declining-balance accounts
for Dining Services.

The college ID card will be issued to alonand employee’s immediate family members
(includes children 12 to 19 years old, and chitdup to the age of 25 who are attending college
full time and considered a depent). There is a $10 fee 'ach dependent/spouse ID card.

Lost or stolen cards should be reported imntetiao the Access ContrtD Supervisor during
regular business hours or to Public Safetgrabusiness hours. Replacement ID cards are
available from the college ID and Decligi Balance Office foan additional fee.
